June 3rd, 2010, Executive Board Meeting Minutes

President Stanley Sickels called the meeting to order at 11:04 AM in a classroom of the Middlesex County Fire Academy (the Secretary was late).  Other officers present were Secretary Craig Babcock, Regional Vice-President's Kevin Batzel and Rich Silvia, and Sergeant at Arms Kieran Flynn.

President Sickels welcomed all 8 present and thanked them for coming.  The President's Report included but was not limited to the following:  Thanks to the support and generosity of the NJ Chapter of the American Association of Sprinkler Contractors and the NJ Chapter of the NAFE money to fund the State Poster Contest awards was turned over to Treasurer Dave Maas.  The State Poster Contest Awards Ceremony will be held at 1 PM on Tuesday June 22nd at Springfield Fire Headquarters.  Lunch will be served.  The Mercer County Fire Prevention Association has invited us to attend their June meeting on the 16th of this month.  The President will attend the International Fire Marshal's Chapter President's Meeting in Las Vegas this coming Sunday.  There remains concern because of the attitude coming from Governor Christie's Office regarding residential sprinklers.  His office is saying they want to wait and be sure the economy has recovered before mandating the 2012 implementation of the residential sprinkler requirements.  The President will directly contact the Governor.  President Stickels solicited suggestions for content of the workshops we will offer at the League of Municipalities.  Suggestions included Municipal Liability, the fire risks of light weight construction, and firefighter safety.  With regards to Officers for 2011 suggestions or interested parties should contact the Nominating Committee.  

The Secretary's Report was given and the Minutes of the General Meeting were approved.  The Secretary agreed to transport the membership applications and check from Brick Township to Dave Maas when he sees him on the 22nd.  The Secretary was also asked to send out membership notices.  He expressed his difficulties with managing the system and obtaining information.  President Sickels offered the help of some college students during the summer.  The Secretary agreed to provide the necessary access. 
Vice-President Rich Silvia expressed his concerns about aging sprinkler systems and the need for sensitivity tests to be passed.  He also offered his help with arranging speakers for the League of Municipalities' Workshops.

Craig Babcock expressed his concerns over the lack of clarity involving the testing for Fire Inspector certification.  No one seems to know for sure if the test is on the NJ Version or the full 2006 IFC.  Several indications point to it being taught on the NJ Version and testing being on the full code.  A member from Monmouth County told us that a recent class from their Academy all failed the test currently being given.
