· This year’s NFPA Fire Prevention Week campaign, October 9-16th, “Smoke Alarms: A Sound You Can Live With!,” provides an ideal opportunity to educate the public about smoke alarm recommendations, and can serve as a powerful tool for motivating people to install smoke alarms, as needed, and to make sure they’re working and tested properly. 

· Just a reminder that the DFS is requesting that your local enforcing agency pay particular attention in school occupancies ensuring there are no serious fire code violations that may interfere with the opening of schools in the fall.  An early fire inspection may identify serious fire code violations such as non-working fire alarms or deficient egress doors that will prevent the school from opening on time in the fall.  An early inspection will also enable school administrators time to correct deficiencies rather than delay the scheduled opening.  In the event your local enforcing agency identifies a school with violations that are serious enough to warrant the school being closed, please email Paul Allen directly at pallen@dca.state.nj.us so that DFS Local Assistance Field Representatives may assist in resolving the matter in cooperation with the Department of Education.

· There are two ICC National Certification Examination and FEE66 Fire Inspector I Based on 2006 International Codes testing for new inspectors scheduled.  Tests will be held at the County of Middlesex Fire Academy, 1001 Fire Academy Drive, Sayreville, NJ, 08872, Site Code 5185.  The exam date is September 11, 2010, 8:00 a.m. and the deadline to register is August 13, 2010.  The second  test  will be held at the Ocean County Fire Academy, 200 Volunteer Way, Waretown, NJ,  08758, Site Code 5186.  The exam date is December 11, 2010, 8:00 a.m. and the deadline to register is November 12, 2010.
