· 7th Annual NJDFS Homeland Security Conference is at Kean University is Friday, June 18 at Downs Hall on campus.  FDNY Commissioner Sal Cassano is expected, along with Charles McKenna, NJ Homeland Security Director. The IC at the scene of the IRS private plane crash in Austin, Texas will also be speaking.
· The Division of Fire Safety Units currently assigned to the Bordentown Office will be relocated to the Trenton office on June 3, 2010.  Please try and take care of all your business with the Bordentown units prior to the move in June.  The units currently assigned to Bordentown are the Training, Contractors, NFIRS, Pub-Ed, Preparedness, Arson and Juvenile/Smoke Detector Units. · There is another ICC National Certification Examination and FEE66 Fire Inspector I Based on 2006 International Codes testing for new inspectors scheduled.
